Lesson 1: setting the scene

Introduce the topic by asking pupils what they know about the quarry in question and whether any of them have family members working there. If they do, what are the effects of the closure going to be? This might lead to pupils asking their relatives about the issue.

NB Teachers will be aware of the need for sensitivity to the circumstance of particular pupils. Teachers may prefer to use a fictional family as an illustration.
Present information – press cuttings, internet material, concerned with the quarry closure. Which of these are factual and which are opinions? Which if any pressure groups are involved?

Then present options for restoration and development:
