Lesson 4 – role-play and summary

Each group of pupils now presents the case for their option. The local residents and members of other topic groups are entitled to ask relevant questions at the end of each presentation.

The teacher produces a brief (one page) agreed summary at the end of each presentation.

At the end of the presentations the teacher very briefly gives an overview of the options and the class votes for each in order of preference. A suggested voting procedure is 7 points for the first preference, 6 for the second, 5 for the third etc. with the highest score being the overall preference.

If there is a tie for top preference the remaining options may be discarded and a new vote taken. The voting can be entered into a spreadsheet and the results used to construct a suitable chart
